Government Museum

The Museum was founded by Sir FS Growse, the then collector of 
Mathura as the Curzon Museum of Archaeology, which was later 
renamed to the Archaeology Museum, Mathura. The Museum 
houses a remarkable collec�on of gold, silver, copper coins, 
pain�ngs, terraco�a goods, and other items primarily from and 
around Mathura. It is notably well-known for its sculpture collec�on, 
which demonstrates the impact of the Mathura school of arts.
